One of the most
adventurous productions ever offered on a PCS stage, Apollo is an epic, multimedia examination of post WWII America
which explores the birth of the U.S. space program, its employment of former-Nazi rocket scientists, and their surprising
intersection with the Civil Rights Movement. Using the U.S. mission to the moon as a symbol of our country’s greatness,
Apollo probes deep into the question:What did we sacrifice to become the America we are today? And was it worth it?
Through a kaleidoscopic array of theatrical methods (movement, text, video projection, music), Keystone reveals the costs
and ambiguities of human aspiration and progress.

The story
is mapped out, but actors work without a script, keeping dialogue spontaneous and reactions fresh. By drawing on their
own lives and using their own words, the cast and company of twenty-somethings collaborate to create a slice-of-life
series that is recognizable and relevant for traditional and non-traditional theatre audiences alike. In accordance with
Action/Adventure’s mission, Fall of the House strengthens relationships and support between disciplines and artists
by featuring many local bands in our soundtrack, including an original theme song by Portland band Henry Dark. As
addictive as reality TV but with the immediacy and relevance of actual reality, Fall of the House has been branded “a cult
classic in the making” (Portland Mercury). Enjoy one episode, or watch a greater story unfold over multiple weekends.

Portland indie pop band, Dirty Martini, this is McKinley’s first stage musical. Based on her own experiences with Catholic
School and a background in physics that includes a degree in Mechanical Engineering. Gracie and the Atom will be performed
at Artists Rep as a staged reading as part of the Fertile Ground New Works Festival. When Gracie loses her father, she is
sent off to Catholic school. While Sister Lidwina preaches physics, Sister Francis dissects the Gospels, Archimedes slides
into his tub, Jesus walks on Galilee, and Einstein searches for the theory of everything, Gracie looks to them all to answer
her questions.Why is she at Our Lady of Peace High School if she’s not Catholic? How can she get a message from her
father? Where is the mother she never knew? Her new classmates help her with the details of purgatory, ouija boards,
and super hero saints. But nothing in this new territory of protons, prayer, miracles, and mechanics can help Gracie escape
gravity or prepare her for what she finds.

This stage play, which premiered at Lakewood Theater Company
and won an Oregon Book Award, has been completely rewritten as a musical in collaboration with Dave Frishberg, one of
the nation’s foremost Jazz composers (and a Portland Native).

BroadArts Theatre excitedly announces the imminent arrival of WonderBroader, a contemporary comedy with music,
written and composed by award- winning playwright and BroadArts Artistic Director, Melinda E. Pittman. WonderBroader
celebrates global women who are creating the future now by working for peace, equality, justice, sustainability and
compassion.

Through harmonies, historic information and world headlines, the story of women’s progress toward an inclusive and
sustainable world unfolds.

The Gerding Theater at the Armory will host a venue for the festival, keeping the bars open
late for festival goers to congregate and compare notes after their shows and hosting a variety of cabaret and alt-theater
performances on the Armory mezzanine.

Herpes” by Will Lund,“Kama Sutra” by Sharon Sassone), Portland Theaterworks (featuring the latest edition of their
Freshworks series), Continuum Theater, and the Interstate Firehouse Cultural Center.

There are two special playwriting events scheduled for the festival so far: a new play contest with a
, sponsored by CoHo Productions, and a Playwrights Town Hall, organized by the Dramatist’s Guild, the
national association of Playwrights, whose president, John Weidman, will be in town for the Festival.
